W e encounter no more powerful, visceral 
experience during the month of Elul and 
continuing through the High Holy Days, than 
hearing the sound of the shofar. The shofar 
expresses what words cannot. A heavenly 
sound, emerging from the holy breath God 

breathed into our souls from the days of creation. The sound of 
the shofar is meant to arouse our slumbering souls; to reignite 
the divine spark of purpose in our lives.

May hearing the 
sound of the shofar during these High Holy Days inspire us to 
take a step closer to that time.

The subject of sin and purification has always fascinated me. 
Every day we wash dirt and toxins from our body; but guilt, stress, 
and other emotional toxins also accumulate during the course of 
normal life. According to excellent books in the Temple Solel 
library, Judaism prescribes a regimen of mental-spiritual exercises 
to help us cleanse our inner self.

Torah study clears away petty thoughts, and tzedakah 
erases sin.
